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The Office of Public Health Adolescent Health Initiative (AHI) of the Family Planning Program is updating the Louisiana Teen Pregnancy Prevention Directory.  This Directory is an effort of the Louisiana Office of Public Health to help teenagers avoid pregnancy.  As well as an effort of the AHI which serves as the central repository of information on adolescent health by keeping adolescents and health professionals that work with adolescents informed of the existing teen pregnancy prevention resources in Louisiana. This Directory was originally published in October 1994 and developed by the Disability Prevention Program of the Office of Public Health.  It included a listing of statewide programs that provide counseling and medical services to help teens prevent pregnancy and promote staying in school rather than dropping out because of early childbearing.  The updated 2000 Directory will also include only programs that provide counseling and/or medical, teen pregnancy prevention services. 

A LOOK AT TEEN PREGNANCY

In January of 1997, the report entitled “A National Strategy to Prevent Teen Pregnancy”

was written by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services.  The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services responded to a call from the President and Congress for a national strategy to prevent out-of-wedlock teen pregnancies.  This national strategy is intended to send a strong message to teens to ----

· postpone sexual activity

· stay in school
· prepare for work 

As stated in the national strategy, teen pregnancy is a problem that impacts nearly every community and the responsibility to solve this problem lies with all of us, including families, communities, and young people themselves.  In calling for a national strategy, Congress has recognized the critical importance of assuring that every community, large or small, urban or rural, is working to find solutions to this problem. 

As stated in the book entitled “No Easy Answers” by the National Campaign To Prevent Teen Pregnancy, teen pregnancy is a serious problem in the United States and one million teenage girls become pregnant each year in this country.  Also that the consequences of early childbearing impact both the mother and the child.  Babies born to young mothers are more likely to be of low birth weight, have serious health problems, and be hospitalized more frequently than are babies born to older mothers.  Nationally, only 50% of teen mothers ever complete high school and, overall, women who were teen mothers earn half the lifetime income of women who gave birth in their 20’s.

Therefore, it is shown that teen pregnancy is a problem that is impacting each segment of our society.  It is impacting teen mothers & their families, communities and our society as a whole.  Understandably, we need teen pregnancy prevention programs that work!  

A LOOK AT TEEN PREGNANCY IN LOUISIANA

It is shown that teen pregnancy is a serious national problem, but statistics show that it is also a serious problem in Louisiana that plaques the lives of many of our states’ teens.  According to the Annie E. Casey Foundation’s 1999 Kids Count Data Book, Louisiana ranks 43rd in the nation to births to teens out of 50 states and the District of Columbia:

· 51st is the District of Columbia (DC)


· 50th is Mississippi

· 48th is tied between Texas and Arizona

· 47th is New Mexico

· 44th is tied between Georgia, Alabama, and Arkansas

· 43rd is Louisiana

IN LOUISIANA…

· 12,548 births were to mothers under the age of 20

· 15,022 teen girls became pregnant

· 350 girls age 14 and under gave birth

· Youngest known mother was 11 years old; the youngest known father was 14. 

· 18.9 % of all babies born in Louisiana are born to teens
(LA Briefing Book)

EVERY DAY IN LOUISIANA:

· $150,000 is spent to provide health care services for pregnant teenagers

· 42 teen girls become pregnant

· 35 teen girls give birth

As shown above, teen pregnancy is a serious health issue that plagues the lives of many teens in our state. A web of personal, family, and societal risk factors contribute to adolescent pregnancy and childbearing.  The same adolescent, who is at risk for getting pregnant, is also at risk for dropping out of school, contracting HIV, at risk for drug use, and at risk for suicidal ideation or exhibiting aggressive violent behavior.  As a response to these multifaceted risk factors, one would be led to believe that a multifaceted approach to teen pregnancy should have the greatest impact.

The Louisiana Teen Pregnancy Prevention Directory describes many clinics and agencies dedicated to building the lives of adolescents in our state and helping them with appropriate decision making.  Many of the organizations in this directory provide counseling and medical services to help teens prevent pregnancy and promote staying in school rather than dropping out because of early childbearing. Hopefully the listing of teen pregnancy prevention programs in this directory will prove to be useful in assisting professionals that work with teens in their efforts to reduce teen pregnancy and useful to teens in their decision-making process.  We commend all of these programs that are in the forefront of fighting this state and national health issue.  Teen pregnancy isn’t only a teen problem, it is a societal problem and it takes everyone at the table working together as a team!

To keep this Directory from being too long, we did not include the many fine organizations that provide maternity and adoption services and/or parenting education to teenagers who have already become parents.  

Listed at the end are statewide organizations, which serve as advocates and policymakers.

GOALS:

The goal of the Governor’s Program on Abstinence is to reduce out-of-wedlock births and sexually transmitted diseases (STDs).

BUDGET AND NUMBER OF CLIENTS:

Budget:  

An authorization of $50 million per year for five years is being issued to states through block grants to implement abstinence education programs.  Louisiana, ranked ninth in the country for funding and is being rewarded $1.6 million each year for five years.  The state must match the federal funds on a 4 to 3 ratio.  Therefore, Louisiana must contribute $1.2 million to receive the entire federal allocation.  Sources of funds in Louisiana can be from state government, local governments, private sources and foundations. The money can be in cash (direct appropriations or donations) or in kind (dollar value of volunteers, use of space or equipment, public service 

announcements in the media, etc.)

DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES:   

They are five components in the “Louisiana Model” which will encompass a wide range of activities to involve thousands of Louisiana citizens during the five-year life of the federal program.   The U.S. Department of Health and Human Resources has given final approval of the “Louisiana Model.”

1.
COMMUNITY PROJECTS

In the application process for community projects, organizations will have to demonstrate the ability and desire to bring the abstinence message to their communities.  The Governor’s Program on Abstinence (GPA) will offer technical assistance to the various organizations that are awarded grants.

2.
PILOT PARISH PROJECT

Twenty-eight parishes in Louisiana have a population less than 25,000.  The GPA proposes to award one of these parishes a grant to promote abstinence on a parish-wide basis through education, government, health care, business, etc.  The parish-wide focus would gauge the impact a concentrated effort on abstinence would have in that parish on teenage pregnancy, out-of-wedlock births and sexually transmitted diseases.

3.
STATEWIDE GRASSROOTS CAMPAIGN

A statewide campaign aimed at the grassroots level is a major component in the GPA.  Similar to a political campaign, our abstinence campaign will seek to organize, mobilize, and energize a vast volunteer network at the local and parish level to bring the abstinence message to the grassroots.  

The state will be divided into regions with a coordinator in place in each region to assist in establishing an effective volunteer organization in each parish.  The goal is to network thousands of volunteers from all walks of life to promote abstinence as the lifestyle of choice for a healthy Louisiana.

4.
PAID MEDIA

The paid media, coupled with free media (public service announcements) and earned media (interviews, call-in shows, etc), should greatly enhance the other components of the GPA---community projects, pilot parish projects, grassroots campaign, and clearinghouse program.

5.
CLEARINGHOUSE PROGRAM

The clearinghouse program is designed to evaluate the abstinence centered education programs in use throughout the country.  The clearinghouse will serve as a resource center on abstinence programs with medically correct and age appropriate information.

The clearinghouse will have an Internet web-site to facilitate the exchange of ideas about programs, materials, and information on abstinence-centered education.

GOALS:

To create awareness statewide of the teen pregnancy problem in Louisiana on the family and society as a whole with the end result being the reduction of teen pregnancy in our state.  Emphasize the importance of total community involvement in dealing with this issue.  To delay sexual debut by creating school and community based programs that present age appropriate education materials to teens.  To increase parental involvement with the teens.  Offer educational material and training to parents and other caretakers to assist them in teaching their children about human sexuality.  To increase the number of males involved in positive male mentoring/manhood development programs for older teens and to place emphasis on responsible fatherhood.  

BUDGET AND NUMBER OF CLIENTS:

Budget:  Cost approximately $1.6 million

Number of Clients: The goal is to reach all teens statewide

DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES:

1.
INSTITUTE OF WOMEN AND ETHNIC STUDIES

Eight two-hour talk shows will be conducted once a month on Saturdays at a local television station.  These talk shows will discuss teen issues and formulate solutions.  Peer facilitators will be recruited from 15 area high schools and this group will be the official organizers for the talk shows.  Topics include the following: teen sexuality including sex education in the schools, dating/relationships, violence in the media, emotional health, drug use/abuse, nutrition, sexually transmitted diseases, and career and goal-setting.

The format of the talk shows will include role-playing, discussion, small group activities, reading of essays, discussion and problem solving.  An outcome of each talk show will be the development by the participants of two media messages.  The solutions developed will be distributed to youth statewide groups such as the Youth Ambassadors of the Louisiana Youth Health Conference.

Approximately 400 youth will attend the talk shows.  Parental consent for attendance is required.

2.
B.W. COOPER RESIDENT MANAGEMENT CORPORATION

This program will serve 100 youth ages 11-19 and their families, with the extended impact estimated to be 350 persons.  The focus will be on youth and families who reside in the B.W. Cooper Housing Development and students from area schools.  The breakdown of program participants is as follows: 20 preadolescent males ages 11-13, 20 males and 40 females ages 15-19, and 20 females ages 15-19 with (1) child.

Parental involvement is an important component of this program.  The participant(s) must sign a consent form not only giving their child permission to participate, but also agreeing that they will participate with the child in the activities of the program.

The major activities will occur after school and on weekends.  Major activities are family life education, recreation, career development, African dance, drumming, drama, field trips, homework assistance, health/medical screening, and male mentoring.

3.
ST. THOMAS / IRISH CHANNEL CONSORTIUM KUJI CENTER

This program has been in operation since 1990.  The program provides after school and summer activities to 90 children from ages 11 to 18 and their parent(s), with an extended impact on approximately 200 people.  The program involves parents and community leaders as facilitators and mentors in helping the youth develop the necessary skills to become responsible adults and to reach their true potential.

Program components include literacy/educational reinforcement; job readiness/skills and career development; family life and human sexuality; access to physical and mental health care, a rites of passage program, and many recreation and skills building opportunities.

4.
GREAT EXPECTATIONS FOUNDATION, INC.

A youth development program will be offered to 100 male and female 6th graders at Colton Middle School, while a male involvement program will be offered to 100 male 9th graders at Frederick Douglas High School.  Parental involvement is an important part of each program.

Both components will include a curriculum provided at each school that will include life skill development and human sexuality, conflict resolution, cultural enhancement activities, and recreational activities.  Special weekend activities will serve as incentives to keep the youth involved and motivated to complete the individual goals of the program.

5.
ST. MARK’S COMMUNITY CENTER

This program will work with 50 males in 3 age groups (11-13, 14-16, and 17-19) who are high risk as indicated by school attendance, school behavior (or if they have been removed from school), information on home environment, and social behavior.

The philosophy of this program is that the key to sexual abstinence is the development of a person’s self-identity/self esteem.  The core of this project focuses on up building the self-identity of the participants, training them to be mentors/leaders among their peers in critical decision making which includes sexual responsibility, and to see themselves as the future leaders of their community.

6.
LA INITIATIVE FOR TEEN PREGNANCY PREVENTION (LITPP)

This program is modeled after the nationally acclaimed “Baby Think It Over” parenting simulation program.  The program will provide infant simulators to three New Orleans middle schools.  These infant simulators are anatomically correct baby dolls with realistic random crying intervals and monitoring devices.  The program would involve teens; both male and female, becoming full time care givers to these baby dolls.  By experiencing the stringent time demands of a parent at a young age, the teenagers are less likely to engage in irresponsible sexual activity and more likely to postpone sexual intercourse.

7.
OFFICE OF PUBLIC HEALTH ---REAL MEN PROGRAM

This program will be housed at the St. Luke’s Episcopal Church Community Center, which has been in existence since 1960.  The Community Center has targeted the surrounding community, especially the adolescent males attending the area schools and living in this community.  Approximately 90 males ranging in age from 11 to 21, including school and non-school attendees, will be served by this program.  A significant number of the older males are unemployed and support themselves with street activities; the younger males attend inner city public schools and are high risk for school failure and drop out status.  The program will focus on reproductive health and family life education.  Sports and physical activities will be used as the vehicle to attract the young men to the program.  Collaboration with other agencies to get needed services will be a main operating principle of the program.  

Parental consent for participation is required. 

8.
OFFICE OF PUBLIC HEALTH---REAL TALK PROGRAM

This program will be housed at the Christian Unity Baptist Church.  The target population included members of the congregation and the community at large.  There are two components of this program.  

The first is a parenting education program for the parents of preteens (6th and 7th graders) to teach the parents how to talk to their children about sexuality and pregnancy prevention.  The program will provide guidance to parents on general communication and relationship building with their children and offer techniques for handling problems such as discipline, poor school performance, drug use, etc.

The second is a parenting education program for teen parents.  The objectives are to reduce the repeat pregnancy rate, to increase the understanding among adolescent mothers of the need for routine health care for infants and children, to increase the adolescent mothers’ repertoire of coping strategies for infant and child behavior, and to increase the likelihood that adolescent mothers will return to school and complete their education or receive a GED certificate. 

9.
SOPHIE B. WRIGHT MIDDLE SCHOOL PARENT TEACHER STUDENT 

ASSOCIATION---EIGHT PERIOD PROGRAM

The Parent Teacher Association of  Sophie B. Wright Middle School will implement an Eighth Period Program, an extension of the school day, to engage students in meaningful activities for an additional hour each school day.  This Program will expand opportunities for learning, enhance decision-making capabilities, teach life skills relevant to today’s youth, provide opportunities for students to explore self-interests, promote intellectual curiosity, encourage health-promoting behaviors, and assist in the acquisition of social competencies.  Activity leaders will be teachers, parents, community members and college students.  Types of activities are recreation, homework assistance, performing arts, visual arts, vocational, computer and health.

10.
LUSHER EXTENSION SCHOOL PARENT TEACHER ASSOCIATION---

EXTENDED DAY PROGRAM

The Parent Teacher Student Association with contributions from parents and business partners has been operating an Extended Day Program for the school population at Lusher Extension.  The DSS funds will enable them to expand the program.  The main program strategy is to appeal to the needs and wants of the students and to provide activities relevant to the lives of the students.  Activities will include computer class, drama, arts and crafts, literary club, homework center, French, gardening club, yearbook, sports and spirit club.  Activity leaders will be teachers, parents, community members and college students.

KEEPING IT R.E.A.L. MEDIA CAMPAIGN

The Department of Social Services will be conducting a statewide media campaign that is a part of the Keeping It Real Program.  The components will include:

GOALS:

The primary goals of SBHC’s are to provide convenient access to primary and preventive care for students who might otherwise have limited or no access to health care and to meet physical and emotional health needs of adolescents at their school site.

BUDGET AND NUMBER OF CLIENTS:

The School-Based Health Center Program has $4.35 million allocated for the 1998-99 budget.  This includes $600,000 from the Federal Maternal and Child Health Block grant, $500,000 from the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation, and $3.25 million from the State General Fund.  Approximately $38,000 - $50,000 has been allocated per community for planning grants, and approximately $100,000 - $150,000 per site has been allocated for centers which are open and operating.  Matching resources of at least 20% of the total OPH budget for school clinics, including in-kind is required of local community coalitions.  The State also requires that the centers become certified to bill Medicaid as a source of revenue for covered services.

A total of 37 Louisiana parishes in all nine states regions have thus far participated in School-Based Health Center development.  In 1997-98, there were 26 full-time and 4 part-time SBHC’s operating in 14 parishes.

DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES:

As of 1998 there are centers established in Shreveport, Tallulah, Jena, Dry Prong, Lena, Pineville, Mansura, St. Francisville, Baton Rouge ( 8 sites), Bogalusa ( 2 sites), Lake Charles ( 3 sites), Lafayette, Cecilia, Breaux Bridge, St. Martinville, St. Gabriel, and New Orleans ( 4 sites). 

These centers provide comprehensive physical and mental health care services in public schools.  Whether on-site or through formal arrangements with local health service providers, all centers respond to minor as well as serious health problems.  It is the policy of School-Based Health Centers in Louisiana, in compliance with the laws of the state on sexuality education, counseling, services and referral, to promote and encourage abstinence from premarital sexual activity.  SBHC’s serve to reinforce lessons and 

messages embodied in the school’s health education curriculum that abstinence is the most effective way to prevent pregnancy and sexually transmitted diseases.  SBHC’s and all personnel employed in the centers are prohibited by State law from prescribing, distributing, or making available contraceptives or abortifacient drugs, devices, or any similar products.  A SBHC may, in accordance with policies reflecting the values of the community in which it is located, offer testing for pregnancy and sexually transmitted diseases to students enrolled in the health center requesting such services.  SBHC’s may also offer enrolled students routine pre-natal care and parenting education.  Health center personnel should assist pregnant students in securing appropriate medical treatment and services and other requested or needed assistance, including parenting instruction or adopting counseling.  SBHC’s and all personnel employed in the centers are prohibited from counseling or advocating abortion, or referring any student for abortion counseling or services, or from providing abortion services.  SBHC personnel who know that a student is sexually active may refer the student to an appropriate health professional for protection from disease and unintentional pregnancy.  Counseling referrals should emphasize abstinence as the preferred and most effective method of avoiding disease and pregnancy.  Services include but are not limited to:

· primary and preventive health care and medical screenings;

· treatment for common illnesses and minor injuries;

· referral and follow-up for serious illnesses and emergencies;

· on-site care and consultation, as well as referral and follow-up for pregnancy, chronic diseases and disorders, and emotional and mental problems; 

· on-site referral and care for drug and alcohol abuse and sexually transmitted diseases;

· sports and employment physicals;

· immunizations;

· preventive services for high-risk behaviors and conditions such as pregnancy, sexually transmitted diseases, drug and alcohol abuse, violence, and injuries; 

· laboratory testing

In some centers, health education, nutrition, and dental hygiene education is also being provided.  Health Center staff are also available to go into the classroom and provide current health education information and materials to students, or to teachers.  Moreover, Medicaid enrollment is done by staff, thereby reducing the time and energy that students or their families would have to spend in visiting several service sites.

GOALS:

Our primary goal is to provide individuals with the information and means to exercise personal choice in determining the number and spacing of their children. For many clients, family planning programs are their only continuing source of health information and medical care. Therefore, while most of the client services are necessarily related to fertility regulation, whenever possible, the Family Planning Program provides health maintenance services such as disease screening, immunizations, and general health education and counseling directed towards health promotion and disease prevention.

BUDGET AND THE NUMBER OF CLIENTS:

The Family Planning Program served 72,203 patients in 1997. Our budget for 1998-1999 is $13,141,670. This includes $9,641,599 State funds and $3,500,071 Federal funds from Title X. In 1998, we were also the recipients of two small grants totaling approximately $42,000 from the Louisiana Department of Social Services for pilot projects in parenting and male involvement. 

A total of 79 Parish Health Units in all nine regions have Family Planning services. In addition we hold contracts for services in New Orleans with Planned Parenthood of Louisiana, New Orleans Health Corporation (2 clinics), the Helen Levy Clinic and with St. Thomas Health Services. In St. Mary Parish, we have a contract for services with the Teche Action Clinic in Franklin.

DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES:

Medical Services:

Family Planning clinical services include but are not limited to:  

· Health histories and risk assessments

· Physical assessments (height, weight, blood pressure etc)

· Complete or targeted physical exam (thyroid, breast, heart, lungs, abdomen, extremities and pelvic exam)

· Laboratory tests as needed (PAP, STD/HIV, wet preps, Hgb, UA)

· Prescribing and dispensing of a contraceptive method

· Diagnosis and treatment of minor infections, and/or STDs

· Complete or targeted counseling and patient education regarding contraceptive methods, self-breast exam, STD/HIV prevention, prescriptions, medications, nutrition and fitness, healthy lifestyle, violence and safety

· Referrals if necessary. 

Services are provided to all that seek them regardless of religion, race, color, national origin, creed, handicapping condition, age, sex, number of pregnancies, contraceptive preference, sexual preference, or marital status. All services are performed by a medical clinician or a nurse. Abortions are not provided as a method of family planning. All records are kept confidential.

Program Services:

In addition to offering clinical services, the Family Planning Program seeks to:

1) Assure quality of care through program monitoring and evaluation and on-going staff training 

2) Provide technical assistance and educational materials to community groups around reproductive health issues 

3) Perform community outreach, particularly dealing with teen pregnancy and adolescent health 

4) Impact policy as it pertains to women’s health via legislative taskforces and collaboration with community action groups 

5) Pilot and evaluate innovative health interventions, such as male involvement and parenting programs.

It’s ultimate goal is to reduce the infant mortality and number of low birthweight babies born in Louisiana. Louisiana has one of the highest infant mortality rates in the nation, averaging 9.5 infant deaths per 1000 live births.  A major cause of this high level of infant death is low birthweight associated with lack of prenatal care.  Low birthweight is defined as weighing less than 5.5 lbs. at birth, and it is the single greatest health hazard for infants.  Approximately 25% of all women in Louisiana do not receive adequate prenatal care.  Prenatal care can reduce the number of  low birthweight babies and consequently reduce the high infant mortality in Louisiana. 

Specifically, Partners for Healthy Babies works to promote early and regular prenatal care, promote healthy behaviors during pregnancy, and promote the usage of the toll free

According to the teens who have participated in the “Baby Think It Over” program, the task of taking care of a baby by holding the care key in place for 5-35 minutes (normally time enough to feed, change, or quiet a newborn).  An electronics box records the student’s response.  If the baby cries too long, or is physically abused, electronic monitors also record this behavior.  Many teen parents who are battling drug or alcohol addictions have infants who are drug dependent.  The drug dependent simulators will help young adults explore the physical, emotional, social and financial consequences of drug and alcohol abuse combined with early parenthood.  A drug-affected simulator has the general behavior patterns of a premature baby affected by the substance abuse of its parent.  The “baby” is about the size and development an infant might be when released from the hospital, or when the parent would actually start to provide care for the baby.  It has body tremors of withdrawal and the very realistic anguished cry is that of a real crack cocaine addicted baby.  Since the drug dependent simulator is much more difficult to quiet and care for, most teens and their parents find the experience upsetting, unpleasant and unnerving.  The “care experience” has as unforgettable impact.

GOALS:

Senate resolution 36 of 1998 created the Task Force on Teen Pregnancy to study certain issues and problems related to teen pregnancy in Louisiana in an effort to prevent and reduce the incidence of future teen pregnancies.

DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES:

The primary objective of the Task force on Teen Pregnancy is to prepare a report, which will be presented to the Senate Committee on Health and Welfare in 1999.  This report will be used as an educational tool to inform the public of issues and problems relating to teen pregnancy and also to provide an outlook of the cost associated with it in Louisiana.  The following issues are under investigation: 1) The incidence of teen pregnancies resulting from men ages twenty and older, 2) The number of cases filled with law enforcement officials in the last ten years based on carnal knowledge of a juvenile and statutory rape, 3) The impact of poverty and other high-risk behaviors in relation to teen pregnancy, 4) The number of persons incarcerated in prisons throughout the state in the last ten years who were born to a teen parent, 5) The programs and other efforts that have proven successful in preventing teen pregnancy, 6) The cost to care for teen mothers and their children, 7) The educational efforts by public, private, parochial and church based institutions to prevent and reduce the occurrence of future teen pregnancy, 8) The impact of sexual abuse, substance abuse and violence in the family that contribute to teen pregnancy.  This Task Force on Teen Pregnancy will also make recommendations to the Louisiana Senate on possible legislation that could be helpful in reducing and preventing the incidence of teen pregnancy in Louisiana.
